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House Block finished size 12 1£” x 13 %~
Filler Block:
White fabric Cut 3 strips 1 47 x 12 “.

Red fabric Cut 3 strips 1 /4” x 12”. Sew 1 red strip to each side of one white strip. Next sew 1 white
strip to each side of one red strip. Press seams to red side. Cut each strip set at 1 %" intervals. Make 7 of
the red sets and 6 of the white sets. Beginning with a red set, sew to a white set, alternating making a red
and white checkered strip, 3 squares wide and 13 squares long.

House Block:

Dark/medium blue fabric Cut 2 rectangles 1 %” x 2 %, cut 1 rectangle 1 1/2” x 3 %” and cut 2 squares
2 ¥ for sky.

House fabric Cut 1 rectangle 10 " x 7 %”. I used dark beige.

Chimney Cut 2 squares 1 1/2” each, and cut 1 rectangle 2” x 3 %” for the Door. Iused a red small
check.

Roof Using a white on white print for snow, cut 1 rectangle 9 4 x 2 " for the roof, use pattern to cut 1
snow piece and 1 door topper.

Windows Use patterns to cut curtains and inner window. Colors to suite your house, or design your own
window treatment, lace is a possibility. Satin stitch around windows.

Green fabric Use patterns to cut out 2 small trees and a wreath for the door.

White on white fabric Cut 1 rectangle 9 %4 x 6”. This will be the front yard. Be creative! Toys,
snowman, animals etc in front yard.

After sewing house together, sew front yard to house, and trim house block to 13 ¥4 x 91/2”. Sew the
checkered filler block to the left of the house unit.
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
