CHALLENGE QUILT

2010 GUIDELINES

1. THEME:   AN ANIMAL OR ANIMALS

2. CHOOSE ANY ANIMAL (S) THAT IS DEAR TO YOUR HEART OR THAT YOU HAVE A SPECIAL FONDNESS FOR. USE YOUR VERY OWN PET FOR INSPIRATION OR A PET YOU USED TO HAVE.  ANY ANIMAL WILL DO – DOMESTICATED OR WILD – IN THE AIR, ON LAND OR UNDERWATER.  

3. DESIGN AN 18” CENTER BLOCK FEATURING YOUR ANIMAL (S).  FOR EXAMPLE, IF YOU HAVE FISH AS PETS, DESIGN A LARGE FISH BOWL FEATURING SEVERAL OF YOUR PET FISH, THROW IN SOME OTHER DESIGN ELEMENTS AND MAKE THE BLOCK 18”).

4. ADD AS MANY BORDERS YOU WISH TO THIS 18” BLOCK

5. BUT REMEMBER THAT INCLUDING BORDERS, SHASHING, CORNERSTONES, AND BINDING, THE FINISHED WORK CANNOT MEASURE LARGER THAN 36” X 36”.   WE HAVE LIMITED SPACE IN WHICH TO DISPAY OUR WORK.

6. HERE IS THE MAIN CHALLENGE - THE CENTER BLOCK MUST BE COMPLETED BY RAW EDGE APPLIQUE.  IT CANNOT BE PIECED.  FOR THE 18” CENTER BLOCK, USE THE RAW EDGE WITH FUSIBLE WEB APPLIQUE METHOD.  THIS APPLIQUE TECHNIQUE WILL GIVE YOU ENDLESS DESIGN POSSIBILITIES, AS WELL AS THE OPPORTUNITY TO TRY YOUR HAND AT RAW EDGE APPLIQUE.

7. SHASHING, CORNERSTONES AND BORDERS MAY BE PIECED (EXAMPLE:  YOU MAY WANT TO SURROUND YOUR 18” SQUARE WITH FLYING GEESE, PINWHEELS, FOUR PATCH, SEMINOLE PIECING, ETC.).  

8. EMBLISH YOUR CREATION TO YOUR HEARTS CONTENT.  USE AS MUCH RICK RACK, BUTTONS, YO YOS, RIBBONS, CHARMS, ETC. AS YOU WISH.

9. LASTLY, JOURNAL YOUR CREATION. TELL US ABOUT YOUR SUBJECT AND WHY YOU CHOSE THIS PARTICULAR ANIMAL (S). IF IT HAPPENS TO BE YOUR PET, GIVE THE PET NAME, OFFER SEVERAL FUNNY OR ENDEARING COMMENTS ABOUT YOUR PET.  YOU KNOW, GIVE US THE “WHY, WHEN, WHAT” OF IT.  

10. PUT ON YOUR CREATIVE THINKING CAPS AND ENVISION A WALL HANGING INCORPORATING ALL OF THE ABOVE ELEMENTS.  WE WILL HAVE THE “CHALLENGE UNVEILING” IN MAY OF 2011.

11. SO, LADIES, START YOUR MACHINES AND HAVE FUN WITH THIS CHALLENGE.
