The 2009 Summer Quilt Exhibit 

This will be a project of three challenges with the following guidelines:


General

· Size – no larger than 45 inches x 45 inches

· Any shape – curved, scalloped, square, rectangle, irregular

· Must have a pocket on the back for hanging

· Must be labeled with name and year of completion
Specifics
· Challenge #1 - The theme is flower/flowers – in a garden, in a vase, standing tall and alone, stooped over – whatever personality you wish to give it, or them.  The theme speaks of the design, not any floral fabric that is used within the quilt.

· The flower can be any size, any style. It can make you smile, laugh, or make you think.  You decide.

· Challenge #2 - The color of the composition will be determined by your initials:
The initials of your first, middle, and last names will be your guide to selecting paint chip colors.  Three of your fabrics must match as closely as possible to these colors.  The fabrics can be any pattern you wish: tone-on-tone, stripes, plaids, prints, floral, batiks, etc.

· Challenge #3 - Every participant will receive a matching fourth fabric at the October meeting. It must be incorporated into the surface design of your project (all of our quilts will have this commonality).

· As many or as few borders may be added to the piece as long as it doesn’t exceed the overall limit.

· Name your creation.

· All quilts must be ready to be turned in at the May meeting.  On that day, we will have a preview showing of all our efforts over the last nine months.
· Also to turn in at the May meeting: your three chosen paint chips, your chosen name, and the quilt’s name.
