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This block can be made in two different sizes. Each 12 ½“ block or 4 – 6 ½“ blocks will count as one entry for the lotto block drawing. So make as many blocks in one or both sizes as you want!
Cutting directions: 


12 ½” block size

6 1/2 “ block size      # for all 4-6 ½” blocks
Background



4 – 4 ½” squares

4 – 2 ½” squares

Star center



1 – 4 ½” square

1 – 2 ½” square

½ Sq. Triangles – star fabric

2 – 5” squares of each

2 – 3” squares

(8)
½ Sq. Triangles – Background fabric
2 – 5” squares of each

2 – 3” squares

Directions for ½ Square Triangles:

Place one 5 inch or (3 inch) star fabric and one background fabric right sides together. Draw a diagonal line from one corner to the opposite corner (figure # 1 – black line); sew 1/4” on each side of drawn line (red line).

Cut on black line (figure #2). Press open (figure #3), Press open and trim to 4 ½” or 2 ½ “square.

Assemble as above.

ALL blocks need to be labeled with your name, if making 6 ½ inch squares pin all four together with your name. (Do not sew into a 12 ½” block)!
PLEASE DO NOT USE STRAIGHT PINS – USE SAFETY PINS!
