MINUTES AUGUST 14, 2010

Colleen announced that the rack is now up in the Powhatan County Library and she hung one of her quilts for this month.  The size of the quilt can be as large as a queen and no sleeve is necessary.  The library will not be held responsible for the quilts and a release needs to be signed by those hanging a quilt.  Those interested in hanging their quilts put their names in a cup for a drawing for the next four months.  A member can not put her name back in the cup until every member has had a chance to hang at least one of her quilts, if interested.  The following were drawn for the first four months:  September is Marie deLotto; October is Heidi Dewey; November is Wanda Boyles; and December is Donna Goff.  The quilt must be brought to the meeting of your month and hung after the meeting is over.  There are two frames next to the quilts-one describing our guild and one describing the quilt.  The information about your quilt needs to be sent to Colleen one week before the meeting so she can have it ready for display after the meeting is over when the quilt is hung.

Donna Goff announced that our guild would not be selling items at Whole Foods during the month of August but would resume in September with cooler weather and hopefully, less storms.  Her plan is to work each Thursday except our retreat weekend through the closing date in October.  Donna says she has enough donated items unless you have some Christmas items for sale.  Donna also passed around a sheet for members to sign up to work.  The sale is only on Thursdays from 4-7 p.m.

Colleen reminded members that we have the library until 3 p.m. on quilt meeting days if you want to stay and sew after the meetings are over.

Donna took suggestions for techniques that members want to learn and will incorporate these ideas into the next several months’ programs.  (Some suggestions were curves, embellishing, appliqué, mitered borders and corners, and quilt as you go.)
The November program will be the auction and information will be coming from Jane Elbert as to what she will be collecting-limit 3 items per member.

The December program will be election and installation of officers and winter luncheon.  Please bring a pin cushion and/or ornament for exchange, this is an optional activity.

The January program will be a baby quilt workday. Dreama, Darlene Watson, and Kathy Bozard are working on ideas.

Bonnie Stapleton (our new member) and Sandie Terrien are working on a scrap quilt pattern for a possible March or April meeting, be saving your scraps.
Donna Goff also announced a possible UFO project and she was given suggestions by Nancy Jones and Heidi Dewey.

Donna Goff also wanted to thank Donna Rubis (who was not present today) for her work with the challenge quilts for the past several years.  Donna has decided it was time to pass the project on to someone else and Merci Kessler has stepped in and Merci gave out instructions today for the project due in 2011 with an animal theme.
