PROGRAM BY DARLENE WATSON AND DREAMA CONNOR-CASSEROLE COVERS


For Darlene’s casserole cover-bring ¾ yard quilted fabric, 2 packages extra wide double fold bias tape and thread to match


For Dreama’s casserole cover-bring 1 ½ yard fabric, 2 dowel sticks ½ inch thick and 9 ½ inch long, 1 board that is 8 inch square by 1/8 inch thick or thick cardboard, or thick foam board that would support casserole dish with food.
